He was a gardener/ nurseryman on both sides of “de Buitenlaan” in Cool, member of “het
Wamoessiersgilde”(the guild of the gardeners/nurserymen in Rotterdam)  ( and alderman
of Cool (= a part of Rotterdam, where he lived ( the Cool singel) He was indicted and
accused for fraude with animals in 1656.

His wife Grietge Willemsdr. (Bloet) born Moordrecht ca. 1620. Gardener/nurserywoman.
She was a witness bapt. Rotterdam Geref. 7-12-1670 Jan, son of Melt Jansz. van Leeuwen
and Marijtje Arijaensdr. van Leeuwen, witn.

Moordrecht 7-09-1679, married 1° x Jacob Maertensz. van Balen, died before 27-06-1654.
She married 2° x Moordrecht Geref. 28-09-1654 Klaas Pietersz. Vercade (from Benthuizen),
died after 14-11-1678.

Ariaentgen Melten, living in Moordseveen, her husband Jacob Maertensz. Bael has died and
27-06-1654 she appeared for the will at the notary Pieter Pits at Zevenhuizen.

Ariaentgen Melten van der Leeuw married Claes Pieterss makes her will 25-01-1663 at
Zevenhuizen for notary Pieter Pits.

Claes Pietersz., shipbuilder, appeared 3-05-1660 at notary Pieter Pits.

Claes Pietersz., shipbuilder, living Moordseveen, married to Ariaentgen Melten van der
Leeuw, appeared 25-01-1663 at notary Pieter Pits in Zevenhuizen for his will. Mentioned is
also the son of Neeltje Jans Vercade.

Claes Pietersz. , shipbuilder, living moordseveen, appeared 16-10-1666 in Zevenhuizen at
notary Pieter Pits for an abolition.

Toentgen Melten married to Willem Geerlofsz. Their child Willem bapt. Gouda St. Jans
church Geref.

Marritgen Willems Bloet.

Willem Maertensz. Bloet born ca. 1580/1581, died after 1650. He is mentioned in
Zevenhuizen 24-04-1650. He is then 69 years old. He is also mentioned in Zevenhuizen 7-11-
1650 where he was surity for a debenture of a person. It is possible that his wife was called
Marritgen Jansdr. and they had a daughter Jannetje.

Possibly Maerten Willems Bloet mentioned in “het hoofdgeld kwartier Gouda” of 1622 (
married to Krijntje Claesdr.) were the parents of Willem Maertensz. Bloet.
